From 2009-22, Remedial English Classes for Spoken English have been conducted by the
Department under the Equal Opportunity Cell. Faculty have also delivered lectures as resource
persons at Academic Staff College of the University, worked as editorial committee members for the
preparation of Annual Report of the University and of the students’ magazine. Teaching of English
and communication skills in various faculties of the University has been undertaken. Syllabi have
been prepared on the syllabi of some of the best institutions of the country.

FACILITIES ON THE CAMPUS

The Vishwavidyalaya campus is spread over an area of approx. 655 acres. The campus is located 5
Km away from the main town. The garland of ornamental trees and ponds crows the site. Garden,
meadows, trees and shrubs have been used according to a bio-aesthetic plan to make the site attractive
and hospitable. The Building complex include Academic Complex, Computer Centre, Hostels ( boys
and girls ), Administrative wing, Guest house, Forestry complex ( Aranya Sadan ), Warden Quarters,
Staff quarters. V.C. Lodge, Registrar's Bungalow and Buildings for Management Institute, Institute of
Technology, Pharmacy, Vishwavidyalaya Library, Physics, Chemistry, Mathematics, Rural
Technology, Forestry, Law, Commerce and Management, Arts and Social Sciences, Education, and
other university teaching departments are situated amidst lush greenery in pleasant clime. The
campus dons a cosmopolitan look with students hailing from all over India. The following facilities
are in the campus:

1. COMPUTER CENTRE

The University has established an advanced state-of-the art Computer Centre equipped with latest
versions of hardware machines and software. The Computer centre provides central facility for the
growth and development of teaching, research, administration, examination, finance and other
important cells of the University. The Centre has installed a VSAT (@256 Kbps Broadband)
connectivity under the UGC INFONET Scheme. The Internet connection is provided to all teachers,
students, research scholars and the administrative staff of the University. Computer Centre is also
maintaining the University website www.ggu.ac.in The website provides rich information about the
University which is not only beneficial to the University community but also to the outside world.
The website of about 100 web pages contains all the necessary information about the University
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ranging from details of various courses, their admission procedures, activities, to display results of
Examinations of the University.

2. NATIONAL SERVICE SCHEME

The Vishwavidyalaya has three units of National Service Scheme ( NSS ) having a total strength of
300 students from the Vishwavidyalaya Teaching Departments. The aim of NSS is to provide an
opportunity and working experience for social services. The students participate in various activities
like plantation, blood donation, seminar, essay writing, quiz, debate etc. Two students have been
awarded Indira Gandhi NSS award. Total 432 units are working in university and total 37500 cadets
are enrolled.

3. HOSTELS

6 hostels, 3 each for boys and girls separately, provide accommodation to the students of the
University. Vishwavidyalaya faculty member as Warden supervises each hostel.

1. Students studying in the UTD seeking hostel accommodation will be required to apply in the
prescribed application form.

2. The criteria for allotment of hostel accommodation by the Vishwavidyalaya is as under:

i.  First priority is given to those who were admitted during previous academic session and yet
to complete the course.

ii.  Second priority is given to those admitted to a full time program and coming from outside
Bilaspur.

iii.  Inview of the limited hostel facilities available, the candidates may please note that the grant
of admission to a course of a study in the UTD would not automatically entitle one for
allotment of hostel accommodation and that the application of the students for Hostel
allotment will be considered if seats in the hostel are available.

iv. Initially mess charges for two months will have to be deposited for smooth functioning.
Electricity charges will be charged as per the meter reading divided among the students.

v.  Hostel residents are expected to observe the rules and regulations prescribed for them as well
as all the requirements of corporate life and the social norms that living together demands.

vi.  Failure to observe discipline or violation of rules may make a student liable to disciplinary
action which may result in the withdrawal of Hostel Facilities.

4. GUEST HOUSE

Vishwavidyalaya Guest House having 16 well furnished suites including 8 VIP AC suits provide a
comfortable stay for the visitors to the Campus. The Guest House also provides lodging and boarding
to visitors as well as during seminars / conferences etc. on reasonable charges.

International Guest House: This guest house is having 43 rooms which includes- 5 VIP AC suits —
each suit have 1 bedroom, 1 living room, 1 pantry, 10 Semi Suits with AC , 28 non-AC rooms.
Besides these it also has 1 conference room (capacity of 50 persons), 1 hall (capacity of 200
persons), 2 open terrace area. The dining space can accommodate 50 persons at a time.
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5. POST OFFICE & BANK

The residents and students on Campus have been provided with Banking & Communication facilities.
Punjab National Bank, Extension Counter (PNB), a branch of Bank of India and Post Office are
rendering their services in the campus. ATM (24 hours) facilities by State Bank of India and Punjab
National Bank are also available inside the campus. Post office is offering speed post service,
telephone bill deposition & other facilities to the students and residents of the campus. A new
electronic telephone exchange is also established in the campus. Broadband service is made available
to University departments and offices and quarters.

6. HEALTH CENTRE

Located near the University Computer Centre, the Health centre caters to the needs of the students,
residents of the campus and employees of the University. One Medical Officer, along with assisting
staff, is posted at the Centre. From time to time, specialised doctors from Chhattisgarh Institute of
Medical Sciences (CIMS) visit the Health Centre. It is proposed to have the Health Centre shifted to a
separate building in near future. The Health Centre has an Electrocardiography (ECG) machine and a
Chemical Blood Analyzer for carrying out various blood tests. The Health Centre also provides
twenty four hours ambulance services, emergency services also available with 24 hours doctors on
call. The Centre also has limited in-patient facility.

7. AUDITORIUM (RAJAT JAYANTI SABHAGAR)

One big Auditorium with a seating capacity of about 800 audiences is a venue for organizing various
activities of University. It has been constructed near administrative block. The auditorium has a
beautiful spacious hall with seating provision in the ground floor and balcony. University has
conducted its convocations and several other cultural and academic events in this hall. The other big
halls adjoining auditorium are used for state of the art science laboratories for honors and engineering
students.

8. CAFETERIA
University has a cafeteria on the campus, near the administrative building. The cafeteria provides
snacks, tea, coffee, cold drinks, etc. during office hours. It operates from 09 a.m. to 06 p.m. on all

working days. Canteen committee appointed by the University monitors the quality, rates & standard.

9. CENTRAL LIBRARY

Central library was established on 26™ Oct. 1984 as a part of the University to support its academic
activities. The central library provides book lending services, internet lab facility to access E-journals and
E-books, reading room, and reference services. Users have to register themselves to access the collection
of National Digital Library (NDL).The present Library stock comprises more than 105000 books, 3950
back volumes of journals and more than 1100 Ph.D. theses. Presently, it subscribes to about 118 Indian
and 34 foreign printed journals of various disciplines. The library has free Internet and Wi-Fi facilities for
its users. E-journals consortium service of UGC Info net through INFLIBNET has been made available to
its users. Access of full text and statistical databases, such as “Science Direct”, “Academic Search
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Complete”, “IEL”, “ASME”, “ASCE” and “CMIE Prowess & Alpha” were made online available to the
users.

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12. PROCTORIAL BOARD

Taking into account the discipline as the most essential and important constituent for the
development of any institution, the Vishwavidyalaya has constituted a Proctorial Board, duly
approved by the Executive Council. Though all powers relating the maintenance of discipline
and disciplinary action vest in the Vice Chancellor, the constituted Proctorial Board assists the
Vice Chancellor in the exercise of his powers related to disciplinary action. The members of
the proctorial board are appointed by the Executive Council from amongst the professors,
associate professors in the manner prescribed by the ordinance. For the maintenance of
discipline and general conduct of the students in the campus the members of the proctorial
board take regular rounds within the campus. In case of finding anybody indulges into unfair
activities or against the discipline, necessary instructions and warnings are issued.

The proctorial board consisting of Chief Proctor and Nine Deputy Proctors to take care of the
disciplinary activities of the students on the campus including the hostels. The students can contact
the board for any type of help related to discipline.

13. ANTI RAGGING COMMITTEE

To combat ragging and avoid any untoward incident in the university a discipline committee and Anti
ragging committee in every School of the university has been constituted. On any motion moved by
the departmental discipline committee, after a primary enquiry, the board recommends suitable
actions to be taken against those found guilty. Inside hostels, the administrative authorities appointed
by the university, maintains the discipline and thus assist the proctorial board. Any matter found
against the rule is brought into notice of the board for further disciplinary action. Though all the
preventive measures against ragging are implemented, nevertheless, all the students are required to
submit an undertaking before the concerned Head of Department at the time of admission, to the
effect that they will not get involved in any type of misconduct and will abide by the ragging rules. In
case of any report obtained from anti-ragging committee, the proctorial board primarily conducts an
enquiry and recommends suitable punishments to those found guilty as per rule. With the assistance
of Central Security System established in the university, the proctorial board maintains the discipline
and order during various celebrations, events and other activities where large gathering of students
are common.

Misconduct

Any of the following activities (but not limited to these only) will be termed as misconduct:

1. Disruption of teaching activities or disturbing the learning process of other students in the
campus.

2. Any act on the part of the students, which disrupts the functioning of the university,
endangers health & safety of campus residents & damages the university properties.

3. Cheating in the examination & supplying false documents /information in order to seek any
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consideration/favour from the university.

4. Possession or consumption of intoxicating beverages on the campus.

5. Failure to return back the loaned material, settle university dues.

6. Possession of weapons.

7. Use of unparliamentary language while in conversation with university staff & fellow students.

Disciplinary Actions:

Failure to adhere to good conduct may result in disciplinary actions like:

1. A warning by the authorities.

2. Suspension from the particular class.

3. Suspension/Expulsion from the university.

4. Suspension of campus privileges e.g. hostel, accommodation, etc.

5. Withholding of examination results or withdrawal of awarded diploma/ degree certificate.
6. Any other disciplinary action deemed appropriate by the university authorities.

Punishments:

1. Cancellation of admission;

2. Suspension from attending the classes;

3. Withholding/withdrawing scholarships/fellowships & other benefits;

4. Debarring from appearing in any tests / examination or other evaluation process;

withholding results;

5. Debarring from representing the institution in any national meet, tournament, youth festival,
etc.;

6. Suspension / Expulsion from the hostel,

7. Rustication from the institution for period varying from 1 to 4 semesters;

8. Expulsion from the institution & consequent debarring from admission to any other institution;
9. Fine up to Rs. 25000/-and

10. Rigorous imprisonment up to three years.

While the first ten types of punishment can be awarded by the appropriate authority of the institution
itself, the last punishment can be awarded by a court of law.

Ragging is banned in the Vishwavidyalaya. And one, who is found indulged in ragging directly or
indirectly during the entire period of his/her study, will be punished.
