About the University & the Department:

The whole
project will be covered throughout the year and the first
workshop for deciding the framework of the activities,
orientation and capacity building is being organized at this first
phase on the proposed dates.

The enjoyable stories
and colourful illustrations presented in a durable,
laminated format are bound to mesmerize the young
learners and improve their reading skills. The cards are
specifically designed for independent self-paced reading.
Each reading card contains a complete self-contained
text. The texts are wide-ranging with passages on people,
place, science, folktales, and stories from real life and
mythology with lively and imaginative illustrations to
accompany them. At the end of the text simple
comprehension, grammar and vocabulary exercises
enable self-evaluation.
